Confessing Christ Today
One of the cardinal principles of Christian life is that closeness to Christ brings about also the closeness of Christians to each other. This closeness, however, necessarily involves tension and even tragedy, because in this world there are powers resisting Christ. Thus not only does the Christian message itself lead, in fact, to division (“I came not to send peace, but a sword,” Matt. 10:34), but controversy surrounded Jesus during his lifetime. His own physical presence had no magically unifying effect; and his doctrine, or doctrines about Him, do not bring automatic unanimity. When He taught, there was a constant conflict even among the “religious people” of His day. He was even the object of their “hatred” and predicted the same for His disciples, because “the servant is not greater than their master” (John 15:20).   …
In what sense then is it possible to say, as we do, that the unity of the Church is in Christ? For clearly our Christian faith does not allow us to look for any other form of unity or any pattern that would make the Church one. Indeed “unity” in Christ is mysterious in nature. It does not follow an exclusively intellectual pattern. …
Orthodox Theology understands “unity in Christ” as a communion in the risen and ascended Body of the New Man.

2 Corinthians 6:1-10 (Epistle)
We then, as workers together with Him also plead with you not to receive the grace of God in vain. For He says: In an acceptable time I have heard you, And in the day of salvation I have helped you.”

Behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation. We give no offense in anything, that our ministry may not be blamed. But in all things we commend ourselves as ministers of God: in much patience, in tribulations, in needs, in distresses, in stripes, in imprisonments, in tumults, in labors, in sleeplessness, in fastings; by purity, by knowledge, by longsuffering, by kindness, by the Holy Spirit, by sincere love, by the word of truth, by the power of God, by the armor of righteousness on the right hand and on the left, by honor and dishonor, by evil report and good report; as deceivers, and yet true; as unknown, and yet well known; as dying, and behold we live; as chastened, and yet not killed; as sorrowful, yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things.

Luke 5:1-11 (Gospel)
So it was, as the multitude pressed about Him to hear the word of God, that He stood by the Lake of Gennesaret, and saw two boats standing by the lake; but the fishermen had gone from them and were washing their nets. Then He got into one of the boats, which was Simon’s, and asked him to put out a little from the land. And He sat down and taught the multitudes from the boat. When He had stopped speaking, He said to Simon, “Launch out into the deep and let down your nets for a catch.” But Simon answered and said to Him, “Master, we have toiled all night and caught nothing; nevertheless at Your word I will let down the net.” And when they had done this, they caught a great number of fish, and their net was breaking. So they signaled to their partners in the other boat to come and help them. And they came and filled both the boats, so that they began to sink. 
When Simon Peter saw it, he fell down at Jesus’ knees, saying, “Depart from me, for I am a sinful man, O Lord!” For he and all who were with him were astonished at the catch of fish which they had taken; and so also were James and John, the sons of Zebedee, who were partners with Simon. 
And Jesus said to Simon, “Do not be afraid. From now on you will catch men.” So when they had brought their boats to land, they forsook all and followed Him.
